Blind Victoria Author Wins Award For His Ground-Breaking Book
Mr. McCreath has been awarded the "2012 annual Access A-Plus Award" for best author in writers' achievement in disability advocacy.  This award was given by the University of Victoria Access UVic disabled student association in honour of the United Nations international day of person's with disabilities.

“I wrote this book to help change what it means to be a blind person in Canada," says Graeme McCreath, blind physiotherapist and father of three.  "For too long, blind people have been subjected to inequality and misrepresentation. This book finally tells the Canadian public the truth about the status of blind people in this country."

McCreath says the country's current focus on providing charity-based assistance for blind Canadians violates human rights and has created a massive unemployment rate.  He says that the system must help blind citizens achieve independence through workplace training.  In the book, he discusses past and present mistakes in the treatment of disadvantaged blind Canadians and offers constructive solutions to radically improve the lives of blind people in Canada.
McCreath's work has also garnered positive attention abroad. In his foreword, the Rt. Hon. David Blunkett, Former British Minister of Education and Employment and Home Secretary, who is also blind, says it was his personal pleasure to write a foreword to "The Politics of Blindness." "Not only is this a heartfelt appeal to Canadians to understand the history and background to the present situation for blind and partially sighted men and women across Canada, but also, as I found, an insight into events which shed much greater light on the development of services, or lack of them, for blind people. Above all, this is a call to action. This manifesto is not only for blind people to rally round and campaign for, but a call to those in government, at every level, to act decisively in favour of equality." says Blunkett.
